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AAPCSW has created a pilot project for allocating funds of up to $5,000 to be loaned to local areas/regions for educational programs. The first allocation of these funds (a maximum of $5,000) would be for a conference to be held in 2012.  Preference will be given to proposals that are timely in topic and include social workers as the primary presenters. Proposals for this money need to be submitted by January 31, 2011.
